SEPA THRESHOLD DETERMINATION OF NON-SIGNIFICANCE (DNS)
	Proposal:  

Adoption of Comprehensive Plan and Development Regulation amendments for approximately 106 acres currently zoned Rural Village (RV) along the 532 gateway corridor on Camano Island.  Currently, the RV Zone is regulated under ICC 17.03.130 and the Land Use Standards set forth in ICC 17.03.180. These revisions would rename this area the Camano Gateway Village Zone (CGV). This allows for customized rules that govern land use, scale and intensity, density, size, design, landscaping, screening, setbacks, lighting and signage for commercial services to local residents and uses that support local commerce.  The CGV Zone also revises Fire Station standards to provide exceptions to standard code for adequate training amenities and emergency services for public safety.  The revisions to Rural Village (RV) regulations are intended to better promote local commerce, enhance design and function of commercial uses in the area and preserve the historic Island County rural character. Additional environmental review will be conducted for each future permit submittal.
